First named: Genesis 35:18. 

Meaning: Son of the right hand. 

Facts: Twelfth son of 12. 
Mother called him “son 
of my sorrow” and died 
at childbirth. A comfort 
to Jacob after the death 
of Rachel and loss of 
Joseph.  

Said about:  “Jacob did not send 
(him) … for he feared 
that harm might 
happen to him” –

First named: Genesis 41:51. 

Meaning: Forgetting, causing to 
forget.  

Facts: Older son of Joseph, 
born in Egypt. Stood at 
Israel’s right hand and 
blessed under his left 
hand. His descendants 
inherited land on both 

  sides of the Jordan River. 

Said about:  “This one is the 
firstborn, put your 
right hand on his 
head” – Gen.48:18. 

Said about:  “I know, my son. He 
also shall become a
